The Part 1 Lead is appointed by Council on the recommendation of the Examinations Committee. Individuals may be nominated by the relevant SAC or the Panel Chair. Alternatively, applications from eligible Fellows of the College may be accepted following open advertisement by the College. The Examinations Committee will normally take advice from the Panel Chair for that specialty in deciding on accepting a nomination.
Initial appointment will be for 3 years. Continuation as a lead examiner will be subject to review by the Panel Chair.		


3. ROLE PURPOSE
To lead the College examiners in producing the Part 1 Multiple Choice Examination in Clinical Biochemistry 
1. to work continuously with examiners and item writers to develop the examination question bank, ensuring that items in the bank are comprehensively blueprinted to the curriculum

1. to be responsible for producing the content for a Part 1 examination paper to pre-specified timelines for each FRCPath examination session.

b. With support from Examinations Department staff, to lead standard setting meetings for Part 1 questions and agree a pass mark for each examination paper.

5. PERSON SPECIFICATION

The Part 1 lead:

a. should have attained Fellowship of the College by examination and should be undertaking Continuing Professional Development.

b. should be in active clinical practice

c. should be in a substantive consultant post (minimum 5 years)

d. should normally work in a UKAS registered or accredited laboratory

e. must be involved in training and educational supervision

should have evidence of participation in EQA schemes where appropriate






















6. GENERAL PERFORMANCE STANDARDS

The Part 1 Lead:

a. Must adhere to all general performance standards applicable to College Senior Examiners

b. Will be expected to act as Lead Examiner at every examination session during their tenure of this position

c. Must adhere to all timeframes stipulated by the Examinations Department for delivery of examination materials for each examinations session, including question items and standard setting data.

















7. DUTIES AND RESPONSIBILITIES

The Part 1 Lead has the responsibility to:

a. Work with Senior Examiners and Item Writers in the Specialty to create and quality-control items for the Part 1 examination question bank;

b. Ensure that the question bank continues to contain sufficient questions to sample to breadth of the curriculum at each examination, and that questions are appropriately tagged and blueprinted;

c. Make an appropriate selection of questions from the question bank to enable the Examinations Department to produce a Part 1 Multiple Choice Examination paper for each session of the examination;

d. Lead standard setting meetings for each examination paper and ensure that an appropriate pass mark is applied to that paper;

e. Be available on the day of the Part 1 examination for each session to offer assistance if requred

f. Review the marks awarded to candidates for each multiple choice question, and if necessary provide recommendations to the Panel Chair if for any reason an individual question does not perform appropriately and should be excluded from the assessment;

g. Approve the standardised feedback issued to all candidates;

h. If requested to do so by the Panel Chair, report on the overall performance of candidates at an examination including general areas of weakness and strength.
