	Standards and criteria
	1. Percentage of patients with myeloma treated with lenalidomide or thalidomide who receive primary thromboprophylaxis against VTE; target 100%.
2. Percentage of patients with an indwelling venous line receiving prophylaxis for that reason only; target 0%.
3. Percentage of patients receiving thromboprophylaxis only because of prothrombotic adjuvant therapies, e.g. tamoxifen; target 0%.
4. Percentage of cancer patients receiving LMWH with no other indication than trying to improve survival from cancer; target 0%.
5. Percentage of patients offered LMWH as first-line therapy for cancer-associated venous thromboembolism; target 100%.
6. Percentage of patients with confirmed incidental finding of VTE who receive therapeutic anticoagulation; target 100%.

	Method


	1. Identify a cohort of myeloma patients receiving treatment with an iMID and review for evidence of thromboprophylaxis during the period on the drug.
2. Identify a cohort of cancer patients. A range of cancers may be included in the group. Within that group review against the following standards:
· patients with symptomatic or coincidental VTE who received therapeutic anticoagulation with LMWH in the first 6 months of treatment
· identify patients who received routine thromboprophylaxis on account of having an indwelling line or because they were receiving prothrombotic adjuvant therapy only.
